It played a central role in mobilizing up to a million people to march in
London in February 2003 and continued to demonstrate against the presence of western troops in both Iraq and
Afghanistan. Although the role of the Socialist Workers Party in the Coalition was sometimes criticized, it
succeeded in mobilizing large numbers of British Muslims in peaceful protest and in drawing in people from a broad
political spectrum.
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
