Detailed account of the campaign set up by the families of the 13 people killed, and 14 injured, on ‘Bloody
Sunday’ in Derry in 1972. The campaign set up in 1992 succeeded, in the face of intransigence by the British
authorities and indifference or open hostility of many others, in forcing the government to institute a new inquiry
under Lord Justice Saville. This concluded in 2010 that the demonstrators had been unarmed, that no stones or
petrol bombs had been thrown and that the civilians were not posing any threat. British Prime Minister David
Cameron made a public apology in Parliament, describing the killings as ‘unjustified and unjustifiable.” The book is
written by the niece of one of those who was killed, and includes the testimonies of eyewitnesses, and a foreword
by the leading civil rights lawyer, Garreth Pierce.
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
