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The authors studied the impact of feminism in some Arab countries following the Arab Spring uprising across North
Africa in 2011. They assessed the specific forms of the uprisings. They also examined whether pre-existing anti-
Western value and gender relations influenced the visibility and resonance of feminist norms. 
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
